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At Newlands Primary School we aim to work in partnership with the whole school community to set high standards of behaviour where children are enabled to develop responsibility for managing their own behaviour within a positive and supportive environment.  We will endeavour to create an ethos where everyone is valued and where children and teachers enjoy the right to learn and teach.

Aims

· To create an environment where all members of the school community demonstrate mutual respect and trust

· To value all children as individuals, giving equal opportunity for all

· To ensure that all children, staff and parents are treated with dignity and respect

· To work in partnership with our families to maintain high standards of behaviour in school and in the wider community

· To provide an appropriate curriculum for each child

· To ensure that our implementation of this policy is reasonable, fair, consistently applied and understood by all

· To develop in children a sense of self-discipline and an acceptance of responsibility for their own actions

· To build self esteem and to create opportunities for recognising achievement in all areas

· To identify named individuals to work with and support children with social, emotional and behavioural needs
· To work with partner agencies to meet the needs of children displaying social, emotional and behavioural needs

Rights and Responsibilities

Our approaches to behaviour management are based upon the Four Basic Rights and Responsibilities for Pupils and Staff as follows:-

	· The right to teach/the right to learn

· The right to feel safe

· The right to be treated with dignity and respect

· The right to be listened to
	· The responsibility to teach/learn

· The responsibility to make others feel safe

· The responsibility to treat others with dignity and respect

· The responsibility to listen to others


Our school Charter is based on these principles. To reinforce our rights and responsibilities and to further promote positive behaviours and consistency of expectations class charters are also written and agreed and are reviewed annually.  

Agreed actions

· Respect and actively promote the Four Basic Rights and Responsibilities.

· The Behaviour Policy will be agreed and ‘contracted in’ to by all school staff, parents and children to ensure that aims and goals are mutually acceptable.
· At the start of each session class charters are shared with parents

· Establish good classroom organisation and routines which will maximise opportunities for appropriate behaviour.

· Plan a week at the beginning of each session with strong focus on PSE, to rebuild our class learning community and to establish classroom charters.
· Involve pupils in their own behaviour management, giving every opportunity for pupils to take responsibility for their own actions and to help plan future behaviour targets.

· Keep parents fully informed of children’s behaviour by the use of daily behaviour/homework diaries as appropriate.

· Promote the wearing of the school uniform to foster a sense of pride, unity and belonging.

· Expect all staff and pupils to have a shared responsibility for the maintenance of good behaviour throughout the school.

Our Classroom Rules

1. Follow instructions first time.

2. Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself.

3. Be kind and helpful to others.

4. Take care of personal and school property.

5. Do not leave the room without permission.

The rules are the same over all the school and they apply all day.

Rewards

· Verbal praise – may be accompanied by a sticker.

· Housepoints from teacher or other adults in school.

· Headteacher or Classteacher award (worth 3 housepoints).

· Being sent to the PT or HT to receive praise.

· Praise notes home to parents.

· Responsible Rex sticker in diary.

· Green Certificates before Golden Time afternoons.

· Any other reward as deemed appropriate by teacher e.g. special person, pupil of the week, most improved etc.

Consequences

1. Verbal warning. Pupil is told that if the unwanted behaviour is continued that his or her name will be placed in the amber zone.

2. Pupil’s name is placed in amber zone. Sticker or note made in home diary. Pupil will be informed what behaviour is expected to be removed from amber zone before the end of the day. (if so this is noted in home diary)
A record of who is put on amber and when is kept by the teacher. A third amber within 5 school days will also result in being placed on the red zone.
3. If unwanted behaviour persists the pupil’s name is placed in the red zone.  A sticker or note will be put in home diary to notify parents of loss of 1 change for golden time. Pupil will be informed what behaviour can win back the chance to take part in golden time with a time limit (days).
A record of who is put on red and when is kept by the teacher.
4. If behaviour continues and pupil is sent to the PT or HT parents/carers will be contacted to discuss behaviour strategies.
5. The records are handed in to the PT at the end of each teaching block. If pupils are frequently are marked on the register for amber or red management will speak to pupils and if necessary parents to address this.
Consequences in Playground

1. Verbal Warning. Pupil is informed that next time he or she will be  send in the time out zone and name will go into the amber zone.

2. Three minutes in time out area as directed by Playground Supervisor. A message is given to the class teacher that the child is in the amber zone and a message goes in home diary.

3. If the unwanted behaviour continues and the pupil has be put in time out area repeatedly this is reported to teacher and recorded as loss of a chance on Golden Time and pupil’s name is in the red zone.

Procedures for Pupils in Newlands Primary School

Arriving at school  

Playground supervision is available from 8.15 am.  Pupils should arrive between 8.15 am and 8.30am.  Any pupil who arrives before 8.15 am must be supervised by a parent/guardian until formal supervision starts.  Pupils remain in front playground when they arrive in school.  Ball play is not allowed at this time.
When the bell sounds pupils line up in class lines as set by the House Captains.  Playground supervisors stay with the pupils until a teacher arrives to bring the classes into school. Lining up provides the transition between playground behaviour and school behaviour and is an opportunity for pupils to settle down and prepare to enter the school quietly and calmly.  Talking is forbidden in the corridor until the cloakroom is reached then talking in partner voices is permitted.
Pupils who arrive late at school, after the lines have been admitted, must go to the Main Entrance (Newlands Centre Entrance) of the school and will be admitted by office staff.  They should be instructed to ring the buzzer if no one admits them.  Thereafter, they make their way along the school/centre corridor and into the school to their cloakroom and then to their classroom where they will be recorded on the register as Late.

In the Cloakroom

Pupils remove coats/jackets and hang on an appropriate peg.  Outdoor shoes are removed and placed in a shoe box where possible.  Boots or Wellingtons are neatly stacked beside the shoe boxes.  Indoor shoes are retrieved from the shoe box and worn.  Pupils take necessary items (home folders, pencil cases etc) from school bags and leave bags stacked neatly on the shelf in the cloakroom then proceed to line up or enter their classroom as directed by their teacher.  It is recognised that the cloakroom areas are compact and do not give much room for the manoeuvres that are necessary and pupils are politely requested to be considerate of others when removing coats and bags and to wait in turn to carry out actions if space is limited.

Morning Interval

Teachers may allow pupils to access the cloakroom prior to the bell being rung.  Pupils go to the toilet if necessary and then proceed to the cloakroom to change their shoes, placing the indoor shoes into their shoe box.  Jackets are worn if the weather demands it and pupils collect their snack from their bag and line up as required by their class teacher to await the bell.  Partner voices only allowed at this time.  When the bell rings and at the signal from the playground supervisor, pupils may proceed to the pupil entrance door and playground, remembering that silence is required in the shared corridor at all times. This is to respect other users of the Newlands Centre.
When the bell rings to signal the end of playtime, pupils line up as at morning entrance time and proceed into school as per morning time.  This is another opportunity to use the toilet, especially for older pupils who are not expected to have to leave class except in certain circumstances.  Pupils line up quietly and proceed into class as directed by the teacher.

Lunch time

All pupils must wash their hands at lunchtime.  Pupils who wish to use the toilets at this time may be directed there by their teacher and must wash hands after use (as they must do on all occasions when the toilet is used).  Pupils are expected to behave sensibly and politely in the toilet, remembering that there may be a queue to use the facilities and they may have to wait.  We also ask that they take care of the environment by only using one paper towel for hand drying or using the electric dryer carefully if this is available.  Pupils who do not wish to go to the toilet may wash hands in the classroom sinks as directed by the teacher.  All pupils line up in their class when hand washing and toileting is completed and packed lunch pupils will be carrying lunch with them.  The teacher leads the class to the lunch hall and pupils are expected to face forward, walk in single file and hold doors open for the pupils immediately behind, all the while silent in the corridor.  On reaching the lunch hall pupils go to their seats with the minimum of fuss and wait quietly for the lunches to begin.  Partner voices are permitted on entry to the hall.  If a member of staff asks for attention by clapping a rhythm the pupils echo the rhythm and become silent, ready to listen to instructions.

At the end of lunchtime play time a bell rings to indicate that it is time to finish games and put away any equipment that has been brought out then proceed to the lines.  A further bell is rung two minutes later and pupils are expected to be in their lines by then.(not happening?)

Walking along the corridor

At all times pupils should face forward, be in single file and walk silently on the left hand side in the corridor.  If doors are open for a class the teacher will either appoint one pupil to hold the door or, if no one appointed,  expect all pupils to hold the door for the person behind.  It is not necessary for all pupils to thank the door holder – a smile and nod are quite sufficient to show appreciation and good manners.

Taking a message to another class or the office

Pupils should knock firmly on the door of the class or office they are visiting and then enter and approach the teacher or secretary.  If the teacher/secretary is busy he/she may gesture you to wait until they can give you attention.  When directed to do so, pass on your message, wait for an answer if you have been asked to do so, then leave the class quietly.

Collecting papers from printer in Yellow Room

Quietly open the door and do not disturb the class, just go straight to the printer and take your papers and then leave the class quietly.  Check before you go that you have only the papers that belong to you or your class.  If there is anything that is not yours leave it in the printer as someone will be along to get it shortly.

Assembly

Assembly is organised in the  red classroom. The tables are moved to the side and chairs for P6/7 are lined up at the back. The other classes sit in front of the chairs facing the whiteboard.

End of Day Procedures for pupils





Teachers have a list of normal end of day procedures for each pupil.  Any pupil who wishes to vary the normal route must bring a note for the teacher to ensure that they are sent to the correct place at the end of the day.  This is communicated to parents each session.

Pupils are dismissed from class and should pack bags, change into outdoor coats and shoes and put indoor shoes in their shoe box.  They should check that they have not left anything behind and that gym bags etc. are hanging neatly on a peg.

Pupils going to OOSC should gather up all their belongings to take to the OOSC with them as they will not be coming back into school.

Pupils going to football or netball should gather up all their belongings also as they will not be going back into school.

Pupils line up in the corridor or in their classroom, as directed by the teacher, and wait quietly until the teacher asks them to move along the corridor.  

Pupils will be taken out of the door from the school to the Newlands Centre corridor.  At this point those going to OOSC will be handed over to Marie (or whoever is in charge on that day).  Pupils going to football will be handed over to the football instructor at this point on a Monday.  They will then proceed to the Changing Rooms to get changed under the supervision. 

Pupils going to netball will also be handed over to netball instructor at this point on a Tuesday.  They will then proceed to the Changing Rooms to get changed under the supervision.  Pupils attending any other activity in the Newlands Centre straight after school will be met in the same way by the leader of the activity.  The PT will make sure that this is agreed with the leader involved.

The rest of the pupils will be taken by their teacher out of the school exit door.  Bus pupils will enter through the gate to the nursery path and walk down that path to their bus lines at the end at the South Gate (Bogsbank).  Pupils to be met by a parent/carer will proceed to the gate at the top of the car park and remain inside the school gates until collected by parent.  Pupils are not allowed to cross the car park to meet a parent in their car – the parent must come to collect.  Pupils are only allowed in the car park when under the supervision of their parent/carer.
